About 1758, tax records for Rockland Township show surname spelled Wacht and Wecht. John Casper Wecht

was listed there as Caper Wecht in 1774 and 1775. In 1776, Casper was in the Revolutionary War, a private in

Captain DeTuck's company, with Captian Charles Goblin of Berks County, Pennsylvania. In 1779, Casper was

still in the military and was paid five shillings.

Vickie Waite Trostle's genealogy book on the Wacht/Wecht/Weight/Waite Family History published in 2000,

page vii of the introduction:

"On April 1, 1781, Casper Wecht and Eva Puhl (Puhlin, Buhl) were married in Berks County, Pennsylvania.

Eva was the daughter of John and Magdalena Cronrathin Puhl of Berks County, Pennsylvania. On March 20,

1807, Casper Wecht purchased land for the sum of $312 from __ Turner and his wife, Mary; Samuel Holget; and
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Cornelius Holget and his wife, in Tyrone Township, Huntingdon County, Pennsylvania. The land is presently

owned by Bland's Park. Farmland was also purchased from Samuel and Esther Ramsey on February 11, 1803, in

Huntingdon County, Pennsylvania. The Ramseys received and land through a grant from John and Richard Penn

of the Kingdom of Great Britain.

No family member wanted to purchase the parcel of land which Casper bought in 1807, so Mary Wecht's

husband, Michael Wallace, purchased that section. Casper Wecht had a house and barn on the Arch Springs

parcel of the land. The barn still stands today in 1999. There is a stone at the peak of the barn roof with Casper's

initials on it. He had built a lime kiln on the property, which led to his death on November 11, 1811. He fell into

the kiln while he was working there.

Casper had given land to build the German Reformed Church and cemetery on that farm, and many of his

family members are buried there. But for some reason, he chose not to be buried there. His grave is at St. John's

Lutheran Church Cemetery in Arch Springs. The original grave stone is still standing today in 1999.

Casper Wecht died without a will. Most of his children were not of age, so other families were given a sum

of money to raise the children. On May 12, 1824, Jacob Wecht and his wife Barbara, and Jacob's brother John,

purchased the Arch Spring farm. They were to pay their brothers and sisters for their shares. John Wecht then

purchased the farm from his brother Jacob and wife Barbara.

Casper's wife is buried in Shaffersville, Water Street, Huntingdon County, Pennsylvania, with her son John

and his wife. Casper and Eva Wecht had ten children: Jacob, (who is my direct line), Mary Magdalena, John B.

(Johannes), Daniel, Susanna B., Abraham, Catharina, Elizabeth and Eva (twins), and Margaretta."

Reading and Lebanon are some of the places now which originally

belonged to the Waites. To this family which came from Germany, there were five children born. One of these

children's name was Abraham. He was born October 25, 1796 (we have Dec. 11, 1794). When he was 19 years

old, he came to Huntingdon County, which is now Blair County. The first farm he was on, was up on a ridge, a

little west of what is known as Tyrone. Then he went to work on the Bridge Spring Farm, which was owned by

the Lyon Sharb Company. He was married to Sarah Williams whose home was near this farm, on Jan. 2, 1822.

To this union nine children were born, eight boys and one girl. All but Thomas(#1) and WIlliam grew to

adulthood and married. There were 57 children born to these 7 children.

Isaac b. abt. 1805 in PA came to Scioto county about 1836 plus or minus 2 years. He came from

Pennsylvania. At least two of his children were born in PA ? Mary (Shaffer) and Thomas (and maybe

George).

My Isaac is NOT related to the Porter Township Waits nor to Asa, Reuben, or Benjamin that appear in Scioto

county between 1812 and 1816 (as land owners and also in the 1820 census). I have followed all the these

lines now extensively and they all come from New England and New York. NO PA roots at all that I can

find.

Isaac’s oldest known child, a daughter Mary b. 1826 in PA, married Samuel Shafer and had a son John W (all living

with Isaac in the 1850 census). In the 1860 census daughters Mary Shafer, Minerva, Margaret and grandson

John Shafer (now 12) were living with Isaac Sr. and wife Margaret (and Isaac Jr.) in Rice Co. Minnesota.

Isabella who would have been 23 is not with them (probably married and living who knows where?). ***So

you could look for me for Isabella in Scioto Co.! I will follow up on Minerva and Margaret in MN.

This city is now the capital of Saxony,

which is one of the small German states. They came to this country and settled in and around Berks County,

which is in the Eastern part of Pennsylvania. Reading and Lebanon are some of the places now which originally

belonged to the Waites. To this family which came from Germany, there were five children born. One of these

children's name was Abraham. He was born October 25, 1796 (we have Dec. 11, 1794), When he was 19 years

old, he came to Huntingdon County, which is now Blair County. The first farm he was on, was up on a ridge, a

little west of what is known as Tyrone. Then he went to work on the Bridge Spring Farm, which was owned by

the Lyon Sharb Company. He was married to Sarah Williams whose home was near this farm, on Jan. 2, 1822.

Caraher, died October 11, 1849, aged 53 years, 6 mo. & 20 days."

According to the Family Page, sent by Alberta Haught of Huntingdon County, PA, Catharina was the daughter of

Casper Wacht (Waight, Weight, Waite) and Eva Puhlin, born on 22 Mar. 1796 and died 12 Oct, 1849, age 53. It

is no doubt the same Catharine, wife of Daniel Caraher with one day difference in the death date.

From a Bible record sent by Alberta Haught on Huntingdon County PA, "1796 There was born a daughter on the

22sn day of March. Her (baptismal) sponsors were father and mother and she was given the name of Catharina.

Probate records from the Huntingdon County Courthouse sent by Alberta Haught:

Wallace requests an inquest on the real estate,

to make partition among the heirs. Granted by the Court, term of May 1813. (H-17-276)

was 15 years old at the time of her father's death), entitled to a share in her father's estate. She requests a guardian

and also chooses George Steere. The Court appointed him. (H-21-278)

- The hamlet of Spring Mount is situated at the foot of the Bald Eagle Ridge, north of

the centre of the township. it contained in 1880 about a dozen houses, a Brethren or Dunkard Church, and had

ninety-four inhabitants. The place took its name from a fine spring which rises in the mountains near this place,

and was never regularly platted. The farm on which it had its beginning belonged to Henry Krider, and a few lots

were at first sold merely to accommodate mechanics who wished to carry on their trades at that point. The first

building was a blacksmith shop, in which Daniel Caraher worked a number of years, being followed by Samuel

Caraher, his son. David Bratton next had a shop at another point (married Margaret Caraher, son of Daniel and

Catharine Caraher). About twelve years ago George Miesse built a third shop which has been occupied since

1876 by John Whipple. The cabinet-trade was formerly carried on in the shop where is now John Krider as a

carpenter. James Cox has followed that trade for the past twenty years. Thirty years ago Henry Bratton (Brother

of David Bratton) opened a saddler-shop, in which that trade was carried on a number of years; and a cooper-shop

was carried on a few years by George Gill. in this hamlet is the Warrior's Mark Foundrey, which was built by

Henry Bratton more than a quarter of a century ago.

Near the foundry Henry Bratton opened the first store, and after being in trade a number os years was

succeeded by Stewart Fox. In another large house, built for a inn by Henry Bratton but never occupied for that

purpose, John and Jeremiah Weaver have been selling goods the past five years. Jerry Ike and Jeremiah Eyer

have also merchandised at this point. A house designed for a store building by Abraham Renner was destroyed

by fire before it was completed. Since the fall of 1879 the manufacture of buggies has here been carried on in a

new and well-appointed shop by J. W. Wilt.

Warrior's Mark was platted Oct. 3, 1821, by William Reed, for the Proprietor, James Gray, on the west

branch of Warrior's Mark Run, at that point where the great road leading from Birmingham to Pennsylvania

Furnace crossed the road from huntingdon Furnace to Philipsburg.

Had eleven? children, last one to die was Henrietta. Daniel is buried in Cross Roads (Now called Spring

Mount) Cemetery in Warriors Mark Twp, Huntingdon County, PA. Caraher name is indigenous to Ireland.

Caraher is most definitely Irish, and only Irish. Some hints that Carhaers were related to the Royal Family of

Stewarts (Stuarts) of Scotland and some of the first Kings of Ireland. The Stuarts were English and Scottish

Monarchs. Daniel came from York County, PA. (As of 2002, I am not sure who sent me this, or how long ago, it

was before I knew how careful genealogists have to be about their documentation. Looks like this is where I

came up with Daniel coming from York County, PA. Diane)

In the book "Echoes from Warriors Mark, PA and Surrounding Area" by Elizabeth Nearhoof and publised in

1968. On page 203 she talks about Nearhoof Cemetery which we know as Cross Roads or Spring Mount

Cemetery. "This plot of land set aside for burial of the dead was from the original George and Abram Nearhoof

farm, now owned by Mrs. Charles buck. It is just west of Spring Mount on the south side of the Ridge Road, near

the home of H. Stuart Taylor. An Indian who lifed to be 112 years of age, Christy Van Pool, is buried here.

Hugh Wilson tells of the elderly man whose name was Christian Van Pool. Miss Olie Wilson stated this was an

Indian name. Mr. Van Pool lived on the ridge in the valley, and he came down and joined in the dancing. He

attended the Methodist Church at Center Line (the county road between Huntingdon and Centre Counties). Once

while taking Communion from the large cu which the wine was served in and passed from one communer to
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another, Mr. Van Pool drained the cup and was heard to remark that he was 'more dry than hungry.' Viola Wilson

said he was the last natvie Indian in this community. Margaret Sharer, his wife, a much younger woman, is buried

beside him. Although there are 51 Nearhoof's buried here, there are also many other families. About 187 is the

number of the graves. There are six Buck stones but the graves are not here. In the early 1960's, these stones

were brought from the Buck family cemetery, which was near the stone quarry on the James Clark far. This was

done by Lucille Hetrick, Buck historian, of Camp Hill, PA. Families buried here are: Bager, Beck, Bistline,

Branstetter, BRATTON, BUCK, CARAHER, CRAIN, Cox, Denny, Dixon, Dunbar, Emiegh, Gensimore,

Griffith, Gurland, Hamer, Hunter, Johnson, Knode, Lehr, Lewis, Miller, Minnick, Nearhoof, Phillips, Robison,

Shollenberger, Spanogle, Sullivan, Thompson, VanPool, Vaughn, Weaver, Wilson, Worley, Yingling."

She writes, "The village of Spring Mount is

located a the foot of Bald Eagle Ridge, very near the north tip of Warriors Mark Township (Hungtindon County,

PA). In 1880, it contained about a dozen houses, a Brethren (Dunkard) Church, and 94 inhabitants. It is about

seven miles from Tyrone, and is at an intersection I can recall hearing called the 'Pike' which I was a young girl.

This 'Pike' ran from Huntingdon FUrnace, through Warriors Mard and Cross Roads, across Bald Eagle Ridge, and

from there across the Allegheny Mountains. The other road, now called the Ridge Road, runs northeast and

northwest, and was in the early days called 'the Great Road,' with early inhabitants thinking they lived on the road

from Philadelphia or Pittsburgh. Spring Mount took its name from a fine spring which rises in the Bald Eagle

Ridge." On page 326 Elizabeth Nearhoof tells of the approximately 50 surnames that have lived in Spring

Mount which include the Caraher and Bratton names.

"Under the third term of his father's will, Jacob received "...all the land I now retain of the tract whereon I reside

containing one hundred and eighty seven acres." John had actually sold the farm to his son for three thousand

dollars and his will gives arrangements for repayment.

This was the original homestead where John resided when he came to huntingdon County. The farm is known as

"Nefflands", today a resort along the Frankstown Branch of the Juniata River. A more comprehensive discussion

of the site is found on pgaes 221 and 222.

Jacob also became the owner of the property on the east side of the Little Juniata which his father had purchased

from Isaac Kauffman.

In 1828, Jacob K. and his uncle Jacob, also referred to as "Jacob the Elder", signed and recorded at the

Huntingdon County Court House a land release that established formally the Neff Cemetery.

Jacob gave up farming between 1823 and 1824 most likely due to poor health. He moved to Petersburg and from

a notice in the Huntingdon Gazette, November 25, 1824, purchased a tavern from David McMurtric called the

Gen'l Washington. Jacob and family lived there until his death in 1829. In his will he directed his farm to be

rented, the "store" and personal possessions to be sold, debts paid, and a comfortable and suitable house built for

his widown and family."

"Thank you very much for the info. I will use it to further update my small amount of Caraher data.

You have solved a mystery!! I have an old letter from my aunt Kate (Bratton) in which she says her Grandmother

(Margaret Caraher) could speak fluent German! A superficial look at the names is apparently very deceptive as

Caraher looks Irish (There is a town of Carragh west of Dublin) and Waite looks English. And, there are at least

three towns in England with Bratton in their names (We went by one of them in June of this year). People used to

say the Brattons were German and maybe that's one place they got the idea. Further, Granddad Bratton

(Theophilus), they say, used to talk about the "Dunkards. They were/are a religious sect similar to the Mennonites

and lived around Warrior's Mark. That being the case, he may have spoke some German himself out of self

defense. And, surely, his mother must have belabored him with it on occasion. I must apologise for the format in

which my information was transmitted! It was not that way when I wrote it. My computer seems to have a mind

of

its own. I am in the process of updating some 70 year old Bratton/Caraher information gathered by a second

cousin who visited Warriors Mark in 1931. Can't vouch for its accuracy other than she knew most of the people

listed. Most of them I didn't know because I was Born in 1933. Anyway, I sent some of it to Nearhoof a couple

days ago and he claimed discrepancies in most of the dates. However, we both are using second and third hand

information so I will let it ride unless the differences are great. Tombstones are hard to read sometimes. I know, I

am one of the caretakers of the Bratton cemetery.

I would love to have the Caraher/Waite (Wecht, Wacht Gewicht) data you have. However, I don't feel quite right

about asking until I have more and better data to send to you. Thanks again for your prompt reply and the

welcomed information. Hope to get back to you later with more information of my own.

From Harry W. Bratton of Lee's Summit, MO in Dec. 2002 to Diane L. (Washburn) Rice: "There isn't much of

Greatgrandfather Bratton's (Alexander) history, but do know that he lived at 'Cross Roads' she speaks of, and that

is just a few miles or maybe a mile from Warriors Mark in Huntingdon County, Pennsylvania. I do know that

they ran a sawmill because I remember Granny Bratton (Margaret Caraher) telling about how frightened she was

to stay alone when they were first married, and that she watched for Grandpa to come down the road 'Until every

fence post turned into a man.'

Granny Bratton's were Quakers. She always wore a plain calico dress, tight fitted waist, buttoned down the

front and a plain gathered skirt. For Sunday and visiting wear she had a black sateen, made the same way and

with it she wore a silk bonnet, black and also a black sateen apron. She could speak their 'Low German,' but none

of the family spoke it. She wore no ornaments of any kind and said she drove her wedding ring into a fence rail

because it hurt her finger.

She was very superstitious and told weird ghost tales that made me afraid to cross the road home after dark.

She was frugal, a good cook and housekeeper. Believed in kids repecting and obeying their elders - whether it

was their own or someone else's. Would just as soon spank the Jones kids as Op's (Theophilus Bratton) kids,

which she often did.

She put the bees under the sweet apple tree to keep the kids away. We had four rows of grapes across one

half of our big garden, but we kids had to tear a railing off the back fence to have all the grapes we wanted to eat."

From the "History of Huntingdon and Blair Counties, Pennsylvania" by J. Simpson Africa, published in 1883 by

Louis H. Everts of Philadelphia on page 392 it reads:

"Hamlets and Villages. - The hamlet of Spring Mount is situated at the foot of the Bald Eagle Ridge, north of

the centre of the township. It contained in 1880 about a dozen houses, a Brethren or Dunkard Church, and had

ninety-four inhabitants. The place took its name from a fine spring which rises in the mountains near this place,

and was never regularly platted. The farm on which it had its beginning belonged to Henry Krider, and a few lots

were at first sold merely to accommodate mechanics who wished to carry on their trades at that point. The first

building was a blacksmith shop, in which Daniel Caraher worked a number of years, being followed by Samuel
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Caraher, his son. David Bratton next had a shop at another point (married Margaret Caraher, son of Daniel and

Catharine Caraher). About twelve years ago George Miesse built a third shop which has been occupied since

1876 by John Whipple. The cabinet-trade was formerly carried on in the shop where is now John Krider as a

carpenter. James Cox has followed that trade for the past twenty years. Thirty years ago Henry Bratton opened a

saddler-shop, in which that trade was carried on a number of years; and a cooper-shop was carried on a few years

by George Gill. In this hamlet is the Warrior's Mark Foundrey, which was built by Henry Bratton more than a

quarter of a century ago. He was succeeded in that business by Cramer & Hopkins, and they by John and Huston

Hartsock, who carried on the shops successfully a number of years. After them came the present owners, Perry J.

Minnick and Samuel Gray. The motive-power is steam, and the work is mainly on farm machinery.

Near the foundry Henry Bratton opened the first store, and after being in trade a number os years was

succeeded by Stewart Fox. In another large house, built for a inn by Henry Bratton but never occupied for that

purpose, John and Jeremiah Weaver have been selling goods the past five years. Jerry Ike and Jeremiah Eyer have

also merchandised at this point. A house designed for a store building by Abraham Renner was destroyed by fire

before it was completed. Since the fall of 1879 the manufacture of buggies has here been carried on in a new and

well-appointed shop by J. W. Wilt.

Warrior's Mark was platted Oct. 3, 1821, by William Reed, for the Proprietor, James Gray, on the west

branch of Warrior's Mark Run, at that point where the great road leading from Birmingham to Pennsylvania

Furnace crossed the road from huntingdon Furnace to Philipsburg. There were originally but eighteen lots, each

of the dimensions of sixty-six by one hundred and sixty-five feet, except the one at the intersection of the streets.

The land opposite the plat was owned by Thomas Wallace and William Addleman. The plat was approved Dec.

29, 1827, and recorded the same day. unrecorded additions have subsequently been made, and since the Tyrone

and Spruce Creek railroad has been opened to the public a station-house built east of the...."

His occupation may have been listed in earlier

years, because in 1859 and 1862 David Bratton 'had a shop in Spring Mount.' Others were: William Campbell,

Daniel Caraher and son Samuel (1821 - 1890). The shops of David Bratton and the Caraher's were on the spot

wehre the Cox Funeral Home now stands. This was part of the Spring Mount Foundry building (which belonged

to Henry Bratton)."

Katherine Bratton, daughter of Theophilus Bratton, son of David Bratton, son of Alexander Bratton, m. Elizabeth

Nearhoff. "Alexander Bratton d. in 1884, 2 years before Katherine was born." She writes that David Bratton was

born Jan 6, 1818 (she later writes Jan 26, 1818) and died July 22, 1885.

In our home was a picture of these four brothers and often have I heard my father say that 'Every damn one of

them was a genius.' They were blacksmiths and carpenters by trade, and I think ran the sawmill and sawed their

own lumber.

Warriors Mark is a short distance from Tyrone, Huntingdon County (now in Blair County,) PA. I note that

Mifflin County is an adjoining County to the East."

2002. "David is my Great Grandfather and this effort will concentrate on his line. By trade, he was a Blacksmith

The following is an account written by Hallie Jane Gipson Downey after her trip to Warriors Mark,

(Huntingdon County,) Pennsylvania in 1931.

'There were two houses built by our Grandfather (David). Both, when I saw them in 1931, in fine repair.

The latest one, just across the pike from the first, and where the last three children were born, was painted white.

Very attractive, with the garden just as our Grandmother (Margaret) had started it, with phlox, daisies and other

perennials on all sides and a white picket fence around it.

The 'run' was still being used to keep the butter and milk. And the tiny bridge across it, that Mama had talked

of, that led up the mountain not a hundred feet away, was still being used. This road led to the huckleberry patch

and the berries they spoke of so fondly. Grandmother Bratton (Margaret) often told of one the brother's wife who

was not so thrifty and was always sending one of the children to Great Grandmother Bratton's to borrow -

'Grandmother, mother wants to borrow a pat of butter.' This 'run' was a sort of cave where the butter, cream and

milk was set in the cool water of the mountain stream.

Both houses were three stories high, two rooms to a floor. When the new home was built, our Great

Grandmother (Elizabeth Nearhoof Bratton) was a widow and was to live with them. The two rooms on the north

were for her and had no connection with the rest of the house. Later a door was cut, under her stairway, into

Grandfather's side. Aunt Moll (Mary S.) lived with her most of the time.

The houses stood a few hundred feet from the 'Crossroads' where Granduncles Henry and George had built

similar houses, about the same time.'

Hallie Jane was born July 23, 1879 and died July 16, 1958. She would have know both David and Margaret

Caraher Bratton and most of their children (She was a Granddaughter). Her last entry to the chart was apparently

made in 1939, after Charlie Warner died."

He was born Septermer 28, 1831, at Yellow Springs, huntingdon County, Penn., a son of

Charles and Ann (Bird) Miller, the former a native of Centre County, and the latter of Sinking Valley,

Huntingdon (now Blair) county, Pennsylvania.

"By occupation the father was an iron worker, and on his return to Centre County in 1840, he located at

Hannah Furnace, where he died in 1852, at the age of forty-five years. He was an Old-line Whig in politics, and

was a member of the united Brethren Church, to which his faithful wife also belonged. She passed away in 1850,

age forty-five years. In their family were the following children: William, of this sketch; margaret, a resident of

Bellefonte, Penn.; John, who is operating a sawmill in Clearfield county, Penn.; Mary A., of Philipsburg, Penn.;

George W., who was killed at the battle of Spottsylvania during the Civil war; Jane, a resident of Bellefonte; and

two who died in infancy. The paternal grandfather of our subject died in Philadelphia, of yellow fever, while on a

visit to his daughter.

William Miller remained at home until it was broken up by the death of his parents. At the early age of nine

years he began work at the Hannah Furnace, where he was employed until he had reached his twenty-first year,

and later was connected with different iron works until 1860, when he located upon his present farm, and has

since devoted his time and attention to agricultural pursuits with excellent success. in January, 1851, he married

Miss Susan Caraher and to them eight children have been born, namely: Clara, wife of Lewis Sheets, a

lumberman of Janesville, Penn.; Daniel, a farmer of Oscelola, Penn., who married Annie Miller, a relative;

Wesley (deceased); Annie, wife of D. S. Fleming, of Du Bois, Penn.,; Frances, wife of George Copenhaver, a

farmer of Osceola; George W., Railroad freight agent at Houtzdale, Penn., who married Laura McManagle;

Harry, a photgrapher, of Tyrone, Penn., and Bertha, at home.

Mrs. Miller was born March 19, 1832, in Sinking Vallery, Huntingdon County, Penn., and is a daughter of

Daniel and Catherine (Waite) Caraher, natives of York County and Huntingdon County, respectively. They were

in the latter county, where they remained until 1848 when they came to Centre County, locating at Hannah

Furnace, where the mother died in 1850 at the age of fifty-three years. A year later the father removed to the farm

on which our subject now resides, and there continued to make his home. he died, however, in Blair County,

while on a visit to a daughter. he followed blacksmithing in early life, but later lived retired, enjoying a wellearned

rest. The following children were born to Mr. and Mrs. Caraher: Samuel (deceased); Margaret, Widow of

David Bratton, a blacksmith and later a farmer; Eva E., Michael and Abraham, all three deceased; Alfred, a

blacksmith, of Houtzdale, Penn.; Susan wife of our subject; Mary, wife of William Clark of Houtzdale; Catherine,

widow of Jacob Rider, of Guthrie County, Iowa; Henrietta, widow of John Cline, of Bellefonte, Penn.; and one

who died in infancy.

Both Mr. and Mrs. Miller remember when their homes seemed to be on the frontier, and game and other wild

animals were very plentiful. One day, while in the timber looking for her cows, she was approached by three

wolves, which she at first took to be her dogs, and on realizing what the animals were was very much frightened,

but succeeded in driving them away. In April, 1892, Mr. Miller met with a misfortune in the loss of his home,

which was destroyed by fire. not only did he lose his nine-room house, but the family records and most of the

furniture and personal effects were also consumed. He has since erected his present comfortable and

commodious dwelling about twenty feet from the former site, whose exterior surroundings denote thrift and

comfort, while the interior domestic economy and arrangements show the intelligence, culture and refinement of

the owners.

Politically, Mr. Miller is identified with the Republican party, has served as school director for four years,

supervisor ten years, overseer of the poor one year, and collector twelve years. Public-spirited and enterprising,

he gives his support to all worthy objects tending to promote the welfare of the community, and was instrumental

in building the plank road from Unionville to Tyrone. He is widely and favorably known, and enjoys the

confidence and respect of all with whom he has come in contact."

marrying Jacob Rider!! Do you agree? The question is which Bratton? If we assume he died between Mary

Bratton's birth and Gifford Riders birth, the Bratton we are looking for died between 1860 and 1863. Do you

agree? Mary Bratton was born in Pa so Catherine was probably married to a Bratton in the same area where the

Caraher's lived.

Ralph supplied me with the info that Jacob Rider first married a Mary Nearhoof b. 1828, d. 1852 at age 24. So

on the above census Jacob Rider and Mary Rider must be the married couple Jacob and Mary Nearhoof Rider.

Ralph also supplied info that Jacob and Mary Nearhoof Rider had one son George Rider before Mary Nearhoof

Rider dies. Maybe she died in childbirth. George must have been born after the above census taken.

Now Jacob Rider marries a second time to our Catherine Caraher. Unsure of date but think before 1860 and

surely in Huntingdon Co, PA. Now skip ahead to 1880.

found Jacob Rider and family. Daughter, Jane/Jennie is married to Walter Wills, and living next door to her

parents. It appears that Jane/Jennie married while still in PA and had her first two daughters, probably around

Warriors Mark, Huntingdon County, PA. This WILLS family of four must have traveled west to Iowa with

RIDER family.

According to her obituary found in The Centre Democrat Newspaper found in the Centre County Historical

Library in Bellefonte, PA: Mrs. Henrietta Kline, widow of John Kline, passed away at Detroit, Michigan, on

Sunday , July 31, 1921, of general debility. She was a daughter of Daniel and Catherine Waite Caraher and was

born at Warriorsmark, Huntingdon County, on March 15th, 1839, hence had reached the age of 82 years, 4

months and 16 days. In 1858 she was married to John Kline and most of her life since had been spent in the

vicinity of Bellefonte. Some months ago she went to Detroit to visit her children living there and at the time of

going made the declaration that it would probably be her last trip. She was the last of a family of eight children.

Her husband died a number of years ago but surviving her are five children: Mrs. Ida May Sullivan, of Bellefonte:

William and John Kline: Mrs. M.E. Lindsay and M.E. Wion, all of Detroit. Two sons and two daughters

preceded her to the grave, but included in her survivors are eight grandchildren and eleven great grandchildren.

Funeral services were held at the United Evangelical Chruch at 2 O'clock on Tuesday afternoon by the pastor

Rev. Reed O. Steeley, after with the remains were taken to Curtin for interment.

An obituary and photo of the Henrietta (Caraher) Kline was found in the possession of Anne Roth Wion upon her

death in Sept. 2005. The obit reads: "The Late Granmother Kline, passing of One of Center County's most

Revered Old Residers. 'Grandmother' Kline was one of Center County's revered women of advance years, who

died last Sunday morning white on a visit to relatives in Detroit, Mich. Mrs. Kline was in her eightysecond year

and had resided in Bellefonte most of her life. She left one daughter, Mrs. Ida Sullivan, with whom she had made

her home. her other children reside in Detroit, and Mrs. Kline went to that city on June 6, saying she 'was going

out to Detroit to die.' She was in Canada with her children and grandchildren on July 4 and spent a most

delightful time, telling them on her return that she 'just felt fine and had acted like a child,' eating fruits and othe

dainties. However, the day was unusually hot, and the temperature over came her. On her return she became ill

and gradually grew weaker from hardening of the arteries. Her body wa brought to Bellefonte, and burial was

made at Curtin on Tuesday."

We believe she is buried in an unmarked grave in Eagle Cemetery along with her husband, John Kline, Sr., and

son, Harry Kline. Grandson, Edward A. Kline and his wife Pearl D. Have a gravestone and are also buried in

Eagle cemetery in Curtin, Boggs Twp., Centre County, PA.

According to her death certificate which was listed with Wayne County Vital Records, Detroit Department of

Health at 1151 Taylor Street in Detroit, Michigan 48202: Henrietta Klein (misspelled should have been Kline)

died of Acute Dilatation of heart following heat exhaustion, secondary to old age on July 15, 1921. The death

certificate information was given by Mrs. L. Gray at 3913 St. Clair Ave. It lists her as the widow of John Klein.

Her birthplace is given as Taylor Township, Pennsylvania and place of burial as Bellefonte, Pennsylvania.

However, the name of the father, maiden name of her mother and where her parents were born is listed as

"unknown." The birthdate of Henrietta is listed as March 15, 1838.
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Mary Patricia (Wion) Hammond and Diane L. (Washburn) Rice found Henrietta (Caraher) Kline in the 1920

U.S. census at the Library of Michigan. She is living in Bellefonte Borough, Centre County, Pennsylvania with

her daughter, Ida (Kline) Sullivan. It is in Vol. 84, E.D. 9, Sheet 15. Enumerated on the 29th day of January,

1920.

They are living at 13 Bishop Street. Ida Sullivan is listed as Head of Household, and Henrietta Kline is listed as

her mother.

The Bellefonte Republican in its edition of Aug. 15, 1889 said: " At McCoy & Linn's Iron Works, John Kline, an

employee, was at work as usual on Thursday (Aug. 8th), apparently quite well. Weary and overheated, he sat for

a moment on a wheel barrow when he suddenly fell to the ground, a corpse. The physicians say his death was

caused by heart disease. He leaves a wife and a large family to mourn his sudden death. His age was 56 years,

one month, and eight days."
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The Weekly Keystone Gazette in its Aug 16, 1889 paper said: "John Kline, of Milesburg, employed at McCoy &

Linn's Iron Works, left his home on Thursday (Aug. 8th) morning apparently in good health. During the day he

became over heated and feeling weary he sat down on the handles of a wheel barrow. A few minutes afterward he

fell over dead - heart disease. Leaves a widow and large family to mourn his loss."

We believe he is buried in Eagle Cemetery at Curtin, Boggs Twp., Centre County, PA in an unmarked grave were

McCoy and Linn Iron Works workers were often buried. With him are his wife, Henrietta (Caraher) Kline, and a

son, Harry Kline. In the same cemetery is his grandson, Edward A. Kline and Edwards's wife, Pearl. They have

a gravestone.

Obituary for The Tyrone Daily Herald, Tyrone, PA., November 25, 1908 reads, "George Washinton Weight, A

Respected Citizen And An Old Soldier Entered Into Rest.

On Tuesday morning about ten o'clock, the life of George Washington Weight, on of Seyder township's

respected citizens, passed into the eternal world. As he was born and raised in this community he was known as

an upright, honest man, who always did unto others as he would have them do unto him. He had always been a

strong, robust man and used to hard work. Last Friday he caught a heavy cold which developed into pneumonia

and on account of his advanced age he was not able to withstand the disease and death ended his sufferings at the

above mentioned time.

When the war clouds of the Rebelion hung heavy over our country, he was among the brave boys that went

tot he front to fight for the flag and country to loved. He placed his life as a sacrifice on the country's altar, but

was among the fortunate that escaped the ravages of bullets and shell, although the many hardships that he and

many of the old veterans experienced was enough to kill any man. He was a member of Company D, 208th

Pennsylvania Volunteer Infantry (as a private). This regiment was in the Third brigade, Third division and Ninth

army corps of the Potowac (?). He fought at Hatchers Ran in February, 1865, and was in the attack on Fort

Stedman, March 25, 1865. He was also in the fight before Petersburg and was present when that city surrendered

to the Union army. His regiment pursued Lee along South Side railroad to Notaway court house and only halted

in their march when the news reached them that the brave southern General had surrendered at Appomotox court

house. Comrade Weight participated in all these engagements and was honorably discharged June 1, 1865, at the

close of the war, after which he took part in the grand review in Washington. He returned to his home at

Ironsville after the war and followed his occupation, that of a laborer, at the Tyrone Forge.

In August 1858, he was united in marriage to Miss Mary Woomer, who proceded him to the grave December

25, 1894. When only a young man Mr. Weight united with the Methodist Episcopal church, at Ironsville and he

always endeavored to live according to its teachings. He was an active member of Colonel D. M. Jones post No

172, G.A.R., and always delighted to participate in any meetings held by this organization.

George Washington Weight was born near Ironsville, December 11, 1833 and was age 74 years, 11 months

and 13 days, at the time of his death. He leaves to mourn his demise the following children: Thomas Weight, of

Tyrone; Harry Weight, Mrs. Viola Gillman, Mrs. Grove Cox, Sylvester, Calvin and Walter, of Ironsville; General

Grant, of East Altoona, and Mrs. Katherine Mingle, of Birmingham. Also one brother, Thomas Weight, of

Ironsville.

The funeral services will be held in the Methodist Episcopal church at Ironsville, on Friday afternoon at 2

o'clock, conducted by Rev. Gordon Gray, the pastor. The funeral coriege will leave the house promptly at fifteen

minutes of two o'clock and proceed to the church. Interment will be made in Grand View cemetery. The services

at the grave will be in charge of Col. D. M. Johes post No. 172, G.A.R., of which he was a charter member."

George

Weight and wife Mary, my great grandparents are buried in Tyrone. Grandview.George was the son of Abraham

and Sarah Williams and they had eight sons and one girl.

I guess what they callthe forge

now is just part of Ironsville. I have visited the grave of George and Mary but the last time I was up I couldn't find

it but if Ruth ? ,the grandaughter of Kate is still alive in Tyrone, she can show me. Thanks a bunch, Ray"

On July 28th Ray Waite writes: "George W. Weight & Mary (Woomer) both buried in Grandview Cemtery, in

Tyrone. What is amazing to me is that G.W. Weight and family of 10 children were born and raised most of their

familis In Ironsville and Forge which is only a couple hundred yards away. Ironsville is only a tiny village of 20

houses. The largest house belonged to the family of a Nora Long and they had a fairly large family. The

Cemetery is on top of the hill."

(Gensimore) Fetterhoof. Mr. Fetterhoof, her father, who was at one time engaged in hauling pig-iron to Pittsburg,

was attacked by small-pox on one of his trips, and died on the way. The children of Mr. and Mrs. Mattern were:

Harriet (Mrs. Zaeharias Lower), of Warriors Mark; John F., retired farmer, Warriors Mark; Adeline (Mrs. W. C.

Patterson), of State College; J.H.; Eliza, deceased wife of C. H. York; and Amelia (Mrs. George S. Gray), of

Centre county. Mr. and Mrs. Wills has had three children, all now deceased.

J. H. Mattern lost his father when only five years of age. He had attended the public schools a few years

when his mother married Mr. Wills and removced to Warrior Mark. At the age of eleven he befan to work on

John Gensimore's farm for his board and clothes, attending school during the winter months. After staying here

six years he farmed near Academia, Tuscarora valley, for six months, then went to school at Pine Grove Mills,

Centre county, for one year. The following year he taught school in Franklin township, and in the ensuing

summer, a subscription school at Huntingdon Furnace. The next winter he taught in Warrior Mark township. At

the close of this term, he embarked in the mercantile business with John I. Patterson at Yellow Springs, Blair

county. A year later he sold his interest to T. C. Waite, and with his brother bought out the store of Capt. William

P. Dale, at State College, Centre county. After two years they took into partnership their brother-in-law, W. C.

Patterson now superintendent of State College farms. In the same spring J. H. Mattern moved to Warriors Mark

with his family, where he and his brother bought property, leaving their brother-in-law in charge at State College.

Having bought the present site, J. H. Mattern & Bro. tore down the old building, and erected a new one. J. H.

Mattern & Bro. having been associated together a number of years, Samuel Gray bought the interest with J. H.

Mattern until 1872. During this time, Mattern & Gray bought a store at Moshannon Mines, Clearfield county, but

sold out during the panic of 1783. Mr. Gray and J. H. Mattern had been together two years, when Mr. Gray sold

back to j. H. Mattern; some years after, Mr. j. H. Mattern bought him out again and has continued the business in

his own name ever since. he has been in mercantile business for thiety years, in Warriors Mark for twenty-seven

years. In the summer of 1894 he built his present beautiful residence.

On March 19, 1868, he married Mary, daughter of Joseph and Elizabeth (Keith) Waite. They have two

children: Hayes W., born April 26, 1869, a graduate of State College, now a civil engineer on the Gettysburg

Battlefield Corps; and Frank k., born in January 1872, a grqduate of State College, now a mecanical engineer in

the draughting department with the Pennsylvania Steel Company.

He was born at Arch Springs, in Blair County, in 1820, so

that he was in the eighty-eighth year of his age. When a young man he took up the calling of an autionneer and

this he made his principal life work, and for more than 50 years his voice could be heard every spring selling

stock and farm implements at public vendor, so that there was hardly a farmer in the three counties above named

who did not know him. He was always regarded the most popular as well as best aucioneer known in this section.

His summers were always spent on a small farm he owned near Warriorsmark, and there is where he died.

Surviving him are the following children: H. H. Waite Esq., of Huntingdon; A. A. Waite, G. C. Waite, Mrs. J. H.

Mattern and Mrs. J. B. Buck, of Warriorsmark; S. B. Waite of Cartersville, Georgia. He also leaves one brother

and a sister. The funeral will be held tomorrow (2/1/1908) , burial to be made at Warriors Mark.
